It serves as a family home, company headquarters and 
a symbol of tradition for the Huesgen family. Built by the famous Berlin architect Bruno Möhring, it is an icon of the Art Nouveau movement. 
Since its completion in 1904, it has served as the venue for many events and festivities. The family estate is the foundation of the region’s wine 
tradition, continued to this day by Adolph Huesgen VIII.

Villa Huesgen’s wines showcase the typical grape varieties from Mosel’s picturesque hillsides. The grapes are gently processed and fermented 
in temperature-controlled cellars to guarantee wines with appealing fruit aromas. Villa Huesgen wines are uncomplicated, approachable and 
intended to be enjoyed for any occasion.
